SURRY UNIT 2 TRIP DURING REACTOR STARTUP

"Unit 2 Reactor automatically tripped during Unit start up following a maintenance outage. The first
indication of the reactor trip was the annunciator Reactor Trip by Turbine Trip. There were no
complications following the trip and Unit 2 is stable at Hot Shut Down. Decay Heat Removal is being
maintained by dumping steam to the Main Condenser. Steam Generator water level is being
maintained by the Main Feedwater system.



"At the time of the Reactor Trip, Overspeed Protection Circuitry (OPC) Test was being performed on
the Unit 2 Main Turbine. The SOV Turbine Trip annunciator was received. The cause of the reactor trip
is under investigation.

"This notification is being made pursuant to 10 CFR 50.72(b)(2)(iv)(B) for 4-hour notification of
Reactor Protection System activation. The Plant responded as expected for the trip. The NRC resident
has been notified of the event.

"There was no radiation release due to this event, nor were there any personnel injuries or
contamination events."
